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1. The Introduction 
In the first ENPI call the Regional De-
velopment Agency Poloniny Snina in 
cooperation with IARDI Uzhgorod, 
Ukraine, KIUT Zahony, Hungary, Ma-
rumuresh Council in Baia Mare, Roma-
nia and Bussines Center Initiatives of 
Ivano Frankivsk, Ukraine has prepared 
a project entitled CBC Parliament. The 
project reflects the long-term coopera-
tion between partners and builds on 
the results of previous projects, par-
ticularly in the border region develop-
ment strategy in the Carpathian arc 
region. The project aims to improve 
the efficiency of funds invested in re-
gional development. This publication is 
for quick reference in the system of the 
Parliament of cross-border coopera-
tion. This publication is issued in the 
testing phase of the program and the 
application is for selected users. 

2. The Present status 
The current status of utilization of infor-
mation and communication technology 
(ICT) is graphically captured in the 
picture.

And the an-
swers? The most frequent response is

information on the Internet ...". Next an 
often repeated answer was 
"Introduction of its own projects ...". 
Then followed answers as: "Searching" 
for suitable advisers ... "," Recourse to 
a translator .... "," Thinking about 
Whether you have forgotten something 
in the project .... ". 

2.2. The Interview 
From response, we made   a conclu-
sion. At present, ICT technologies pro-
vide tremendous opportunities of glob-
alization, creating platforms (forums), 
making initiatives on one hand. On the 
other hand, to obtain relevant informa-
tion, of high quality and in time is be-
coming a problem for a wide range of 
information due to a large number of 
sources, etc. Growing number of non-
productive time in our work. 

3. The Solution 
The search for solutions was top topic 
of all meetings of regional develop-
ment. And thus "was born" the project 



CBC Parliament for border regions. To 
understand what is the CBC Parlia-
ment let's read on. 

3.1. The Philosophy of
